1. Цели и задачи семинарских занятий

Цель семинарских занятий по дисциплине «Основы теории английского языка» - углубление знаний студентов, полученных ими на лекциях и в ходе самостоятельной работы с учебной и научной литературой, а также формирование навыков работы с источниками теоретической информации и языковым материалом.

Задачи семинарских занятий формулируются следующим образом: 

- расширить знания студентов о важнейших особенностях фонологического, лексического и грамматического строя английского языка в синхронии и диахронии, о закономерностях функционирования языка и его функциональных разновидностей; о национально-культурной специфике системы английского языка и структуры соотносительных единиц в смежных языках;
- закрепить знания о ключевых проблемах основных разделов теории английского языка, об основных современных подходах к их изучению и уровне их разработанности в современной теории языкознания;

-  сформировать умение логично и последовательно излагать знания по отдельным проблемам теории английского языка, 

- развить умение анализировать материал на изучаемом языке, применяя при этом полученные теоретические сведения и адекватно комментировать то или иное языковое явление, в том числе, в сопоставлении с аналогичными явлениями другого языка; использовать свои знания в целях более точной передачи текста при переводе;

- сформировать элементарные навыки получения и обработки информации, необходимой для самостоятельной работы с теоретическим и фактическим материалом с использованием как традиционных источников информации, так и новейших компьютерных технологий.

NEVER make forecasts, especially about the future. Samuel Goldwyn's wise advice is well illustrated by a pair of scientific papers published in 1953. Both were thought by their authors to be milestones on the path to the secret of life, but only one has so far amounted to much, and it was not the one that caught the public imagination at the time.

James Watson and Francis Crick, who wrote “A structure for deoxyribose nucleic acid”, have become as famous as rock stars for asking how life works and thereby starting a line of inquiry that led to the Human Genome Project. Stanley Miller, by contrast, though lauded by his peers, languishes in obscurity as far as the wider world is concerned. Yet when it appeared, “Production of amino acids under possible primitive Earth conditions” was expected to begin a scientific process that would solve a problem in some ways more profound than how life works at the moment—namely how it got going in the first place on the surface of a sterile rock 150m km from a small, unregarded yellow star.

Dr Miller was the first to address this question experimentally. Inspired by one of Charles Darwin's ideas, that the ingredients of life might have formed by chemical reactions in a “warm, little pond”, he mixed the gases then thought to have formed the atmosphere of the primitive Earth—methane, ammonia and hydrogen—in a flask half-full of boiling water, and passed electric sparks, mimicking lightning, through them for several days to see what would happen. What happened, as the name of the paper suggests, was amino acids, the building blocks of proteins. The origin of life then seemed within grasp. But it has eluded researchers ever since. They are still looking, though, and this week several of them met at the Royal Society, in London, to review progress. (The Economist, February 16th 2006)

A. The assessment by the vast majority of writers and critics of Dostoevsky's works as artistically inferior - at least when compared with his compatriots Tolstoy and Turgenev - was perhaps overshadowed by the recognition of the realism inherent in his writing, which was much admired, comparisons being made with Dickens and Zola. (British East-West Journal: September 1999)

B. 1. Objectivity in social research

Objectivity is considered by many quantitative researchers to be one of the most significant elements of sociological enterprise, and has been practiced by many social scientists throughout the history of social science. Objectivity is regarded by many as a virtue that every social researcher should try to achieve, although it is realized that reaching a high degree of objectivity is not easy or even possible.

Objectivity is generally employed to minimize personal prejudice and bias, and to guarantee that social reality will be presented as it is, rather than as it is interpreted or imagined by the investigator. But the issue has divided social scientists, one group supporting objectivity and the other being against it. The former believe in value neutrality, while the latter do not, and subscribe to what we know as normativism.

2. But, in a larger sense, we cannot dedicate – we cannot consecrate – we cannot hallow this ground. The brave men, living and dead, who struggled here, have consecrated it, far above our poor power to add or detract. The world will little note, nor long remember what we say here, but it can never forget what they did here. It is for us the living, rather, to be dedicated here to the unfinished work which they who fought here have thus far so nobly advanced. It is rather for us to be dedicated to the great task remaining before us – that from these honoured dead we take increased devotion to that cause for which they gave the last full measure of devotion – that we here highly resolve that these dead shall not have died in vain – that this nation, under God, shall have a new birth of freedom – and that the government of the people, by the people, for the people, shall not perish from the earth (A. Lincoln).

3. The happy pair were seated, not opposite each other, but rectangularly, at the handsome rosewood table; they dined without a cloth - a distinguishing elegance - and so far had not spoken a word. Soames liked to talk during dinner about business, or what he had been buying, and so long as he talked Irene's silence did not distress him. This evening he had found it impossible to talk. The decision to build had been weighing on his mind all the week, and he had made up his mind to tell her. His nervousness about this disclosure irritated him profoundly; she had no business to make him feel like that - a wife and a husband being one person. She had not looked at him once since they sat down; and he wondered what on earth she had been thinking about all the time. It was hard, when a man worked as he did, making money for heryes, and with an ache in his heart - that she should sit there, looking - looking as if she saw the walls of the room closing in. It was enough to make a man get up and leave the table. The light from the rose-shaded lamp fell on her neck and arms - Soames liked her to dine in a low dress, it gave him an inexpressible feeling of superiority to the majority of his acquaintance, whose wives were contented with their best high frocks or with tea-gowns, when they dined at home. Under that rosy light her amber-coloured hair and fair skin made a strange contrast with her dark brown eyes. Could a man own anything prettier than this dining-table with its deep tints, the starry, soft-petalled roses, the ruby-coloured glass, and quaint silver furnishing; could a man own anything prettier than the woman who sat at it? Gratitude was no virtue among Forsytes, who, competitive and full of common sense, had no occasion for it; and Soames only experienced a sense of exasperation amounting to pain, that he did not own her as it was his right to own her, that he could not, as by stretching out his hand to that rose, pluck her and sniff the very secrets of her heart. 

Out of his property, out of all the things he had collected, his silver, his pictures, his houses, his investments, he got a secret and intimate feeling; out of her he got none. In this house of his there was writing on every wall. His business-like temperament protested against a mysterious warning that she was not made for him. He had married this woman, conquered her, made her his own, and it seemed to him contrary to the most fundamental of all laws, the law of possession, that he could do no more than own her body - if indeed he could do that, which he was beginning to doubt. If anyone had asked him if he wanted to own her soul, the question would have seemed to him both ridiculous and sentimental. But he did so want, and the writing said he never would. She was ever silent, passive, gracefully averse; as though terrified lest by word, motion, or sign she might lead him to believe that she was fond of him; and he asked himself: Must I always go on like this? Like most novel readers of his generation (and Soames was a great novel reader), literature coloured his view of life; and he had imbibed the belief that it was only a question of time. In the end the husband always gained the affection of his wife. Even in those cases a class of book he was not very fond of - which ended in tragedy, the wife always died with poignant regrets on her lips, or if it were the husband who died - unpleasant thought - threw herself on his body in an agony of remorse (J. Galsworthy).
